-Applicants move out of the city prior
to class.

-Death in the family.

® CANCELLATIONS

If a class is cancelled due to insufficient
enrollment, you will be notified and receive a full
refund.

® RETURNED CHECKS
A $30.00 fee will be charged for returned checks.

® CONFIRMATIONS

The Science Center does NOT send out
confirmation letters for forms received in the
mail. The forms are processed and students are
registered.

® TRANSFER FEES
There is a $10 processing fee for transferring
your child from one class to another.

® ARRIVAL INFORMATION

Any student arriving before 8:30 am must remain
with an adult. The Science Center does not open
for Extended Care until 8:30 am.

® PICK UP INFORMATION

Students picked up from Extended Care (after
3:30 pm) MUST be signed out from the Discovery
Center by a parent or designated adult.

® EARLY PICK UP

If a student is picked up early, you must notify the
front office and the teacher before you leave.
